Solemnity of Mary the Holy Mother of
God: Nm: 6:22-27; Gal 4:4-7; Lk 2:16-21

Spending time with my nephews and
nieces this past week | discovered that
this new era of youth has received the
title "Generation Me". | really do not understand any of these
"Generations" except that | am at the end of the "Baby Boomers"
and beginning of "Generation X". Itis all a mystery to me!
Generation Me, supposedly, is very direct, honest to the point of
being rude (it is all about me). They have great self esteem, they
believe they can be whatever they want to be, they do not want to
be bored, they are well educated and have high expectations. |
really do not buy into any of this labeling of generations, but it
does recall our human struggle with placing ourselves at the
center of reality. We easily begin to believe that it is all about
"Me" as opposed to our God who has repeatedly demonstrated to
us the opposite. Today's feast brings to emphasis God's great
love for us.

On the Octave Day of the Nativity of the birth of Jesus, we always
celebrate Mary the Mother of God. As in all liturgical celebrations
of Mary, today emphasizes the reality of Jesus more than the role
of the Blessed Virgin. Today's Gospel speaks of the shepherds
who went in haste to Bethlehem and found Mary and Joseph and
the infant lying in the manger as promised by the angels. After
they related what they heard and returned to their flocks, the
Gospel relates, "Mary kept all these things, reflecting on them in
her heart." (Luke 2:20) Mary was not alone in her reflection, we
continue till this day reflecting on the meaning of this beautiful
event just as the Early Church reflected on the meaning of the
incarnation of the Eternal Word.

The pondering on the nature of Jesus in the Early Church led to
two great controversies. First, Arius, a priest from Egypt
questioned the true divinity of Jesus by stating that He became
the Son of God. This led to the Council of Nicaea in 325 and the
Creed that we proudly proclaim every Sunday now emphasizing
that Jesus is consubstantial with the Father. The Father and the
Son are of the same substance; God from God, Light from Light,
true God from true God, begotten, not made. Jesus is not a
creature like us, God has not changed; He has always been One
God, three Divine Persons.

Nestorius, a bishop from the prestigious city of Constantinople in
attempting to refute Arius began to question the humanity of
Jesus. He taught, "Let none call Mary Mother of God; she is only
human and God cannot be born of a creature." For Nestorius, the
humanity of Jesus was so unimportant that it was like a drop of
water in a vast ocean. His teaching led to the Council of Ephesus
in 431 that asserted that, "The Word in an inexplicable and
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incomprehensible manner was made man through the personal
union to Himself of flesh animated by a rational soul, and
appeared as Son of Man not by mere volition nor solely adopting
arole. Though the natures brought into unity are diverse, they
effect for us one Christ and Son; not that differences of nature is
removed by union, but divinity and humanity constitute for us one
Jesus Christ and Son by a certain mystery and unspeakable
union in a single person and that Blessed Virgin Mary was the
Mother of God.”

Our faith teaches us that Jesus assumed our human nature, He
did not absorb it. This means that God truly humbled himself and
became flesh of our flesh through the person of Jesus. Jesus
had to have his diapers changed, He had to learn how to walk
and talk, He probably went to Nazareth Elementary School and
worked with his father as a carpenter. God restored us to Himself
by fully becoming one with us. As the Council of Vatican |l
teaches in Gaudium et Spes, "The Son of God...worked with
human hands; he taught with a human mind. He acted with a
human will and with a human heart he loved. Born of the Virgin
Mary, he has truly been made one of us, like to us in all things
except sin." (22.2)

As we begin this New Year | truly hope that this New Generation
along with all of our older generations will attempt to remember
that it is not all about "Me." As God in His great love for us
assumed our human nature and demonstrated His great love for
us, He taught us that we should be all about others. Maybe we
will get it right one of these days and future sociologists will say
how our generation loved each other so well in the image of God
and therefore should be called, "Generation You."

| pray that all will have a blessed and prosperous New Year and
may the love of our Savior inspire us to continue to love one
another as we have been loved.
