Solemnity of the Epiphany           January 8, 2012 
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January 8, 2012 
The Epiphany of the Lord: 
 Is 60:1-6; Eph 3:2-3a, 5-6; Mt 2:1-12 
 
Traditionally celebrated on the 6th of 
January, today's Solemnity of the Epiphany 
of the Lord has been moved to Sunday to 

greater emphasize the importance of this day.   The word "epiphany" 
comes from two Greek words, "Epi" and the verb phainen, and can 
variously mean, "to shine upon," "to reveal," or "to appear, manifest."  
Many of the different cultures that make up Mary Star of the Sea Parish 
have special traditions surrounding this day.  Today was the day that 
children received candy, fruit or possibly toys in their stockings or shoes 
commemorating the gifts that the magi brought to the child Jesus; Gold, 
frankincense and myrrh.  The Latino tradition includes the sharing of a 
sweet cake where a little figure of the baby Jesus is hidden.  Whoever 
receives the baby Jesus is responsible for providing a meal on the feast 
of the Presentation of the Lord. 
 
Scripture does not specify the number of Magi or their true nature 
except that they came from the East.  We would presume that they 
came from Persia where the priestly cast of Zoroastrianism studied the 
stars.  Tradition has numbered them three for the three gifts and given 
them the names Melchior (a Babylonian scholar) Caspar (a Persian 
scholar) and Balthazar (an Arab scholar). It is only in the Middle Ages 
that they would begin to be referred to as kings.  According to today's 
Gospel these magi followed a star at its rising concluding that it was the 
announcement of the birth of a great newborn king. 
 
As a child I remember when the planets Jupiter, Saturn and Mars 
converged together forming what appeared to be a super star, many 
referred to it as the Epiphany star.   A similar convergence of the 
planets occurred around the time of the birth of Jesus and may have 
been the star that the magi were following.  The ancient world would not 
have completely understood the difference between the far away stars 
and the planets, but we understand that the stars are like our sun 
generating their own light while the planets reflect the light of their sun.  
What fitting symbolism that the Star of Bethlehem is the planets coming 
together to reflect the light of the sun, and this announces the new light 
born into the world. 
 
Today, the magi remind us of the wise and the clever of this world 
attempting to seek answers to the origin of the world and the meaning of 
life.  Recently scientists at CERN, the European Center for Nuclear 
Research in the Alps have discovered evidence of the existence of a 
Superconducting Super Collider of a subatomic particle that they 
nickname "The God Particle" and believe that it will be the building block 
of all other matter.  We use the Hubble Space Telescope to search the 
ends of the universe to probe far away planet and all forms of science to 
discover the origin of the universe. 

The Feast of Epiphany reminds us as believers that the true answers to 
the meaning of life are not going to be viewed through a telescope or a 
microscope, but through the understanding of God's love revealed 
through the incarnation of our Lord Jesus Christ.  The wise men 
followed science and discovered the greatest mystery of all, God's only 
Son, who was born in the simplicity of a manger.  They will bring Him 

three gifts, gold, frankincense, and myrrh that manifest the truth of the 
Christ Child.  Gold, the gift of a king fit for Jesus who is the new born 
King of Kings come to reveal the Kingdom of God to the world.  
Frankincense, the gift of a priest, for the newborn High Priest who 
through the sacrifice of himself will restore humanity to God.  And myrrh, 
a burial perfume reminding us that it will be through the future death and 
resurrection of this Child that the doors of life will be open for us all. 

There is also an old story of a fourth king, Pelloc'hoaz, who originated 
from Gaul or modern France.  According to the story king Pelloc arrived 
late at the scene.  Never meeting up with the three other kings he 
missed finding the baby Jesus before the Holy Family fled to Egypt.  
Pelloc wandered for thirty-three more years seeking but not finding the 
king.  During his journey he used the three special pearls that were 
meant for the child Jesus to save people from great suffering.  Finally, 
he was led to the crucifixion   of Jesus where he recognized Jesus as 
the King he had been seeking and he found the three pearls manifest 
on the forehead of our Lord. 

Of course the story of the fourth king is only another legend, but it helps 
illustrate the underlining message of the Epiphany.  The magi help 
manifest the glory of Christ to the world through their three gifts just as 
we are all called to help make Christ known to the world around us.  
Through sharing of our human resources, our generosity, we help 
demonstrate the love of God to the world.  Non-Catholic Christians are 
often better at sharing their wealth and supporting their parish than 
Catholics, but on this feast of Epiphany we remember that it is not the 
amount of money that we place in the collection, but the spirit in which 
we give it that is important.  We give because God has shown his 
unlimited generosity to us and we wish to support His work in the world.  
We do not need to bring incense to church, but we help manifest Christ 
to the world through our personal holiness. Finally, we anoint Christ with 
myrrh as we care for the poor, the sick and the broken of this world. 

Today on the Epiphany we celebrate that the love of God has been 
made manifest to the world.  As the wise men helped make manifest 
Christ to the world, let us reflect the light of the Son of God to all the 
places of our world covered in darkness.
