




 

 

Today we celebrate the Epiphany of the Lord, Jesus being manifest to the world.  As the Mary Star of the Sea “Stars,” it should be special to us 
that it was this symbol that showed the way for the Magi to come and pay tribute to the King of kings. Despite the destructive forces of the world as 
displayed by King Herod, the foreign wise men followed the star and found the child Jesus. Only tradition and legend tell us the number and name 
of the Magi, Caspar, Melchior and Balthazar. We know them by their gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh. Gold is the gift for a king, as Jesus 
came to establish the Kingdom of God. Frankincense or incense is a gift for a priest as Jesus would become the new and eternal High Priest    
offering himself as the sacrifice uniting us to heaven. And myrrh, the oil used to anoint a body after death, reminds us of the martyrdom of Jesus 
and his prophetic witness to the world. 
 
Part of our baptism as Roman Catholics is the anointing with the Sacred Chrism where we share in the ministry of Jesus as King, Priest and 
Prophet. It is our role as baptized Catholics to bring about the Kingdom of God. We do this through our working for peace and justice in our present 
world, our caring for the smallest amongst us. Mary Star does a great job of this through our Christian Care, our St. Vincent de Paul Society and 
our ministry to the port. 
 
The name “priest” given to the ministerial priesthood applies to those of us who serve in the person of Christ through our ordination.  All of us,  
however, through our baptism are called to share in the priesthood of Christ. It is our role to sanctify our world, to make this world holy and to unite 
others to God.  Parents have a special role to sanctify their homes as leaders of their domestic church. All of us in our work places, schools and 
communities; through our joys and sufferings of life are called to make this world a holier place. At Mary Star we strive do this well through the 
Celebration of the Mass, all of our liturgical celebrations and the Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament. 
 
Finally, the myrrh reminds us that we are called to become prophetic witnesses to Christ. The Cross of Christ was the greatest sign of God’s love to 
the world. We are called to become such living signs, speaking without fear of the love of God to a world still overwhelmed by darkness. Part of our 
mission at Mary Star of the Sea has been our dedication to our youth through our high school, grade school, and religious education program and 
youth ministry. Many of our resources at Mary Star are proudly channeled toward the education and evangelization of our youth. It is my hope this 
year to also better our evangelization to our adults. I would like to begin some type of Adult Education Class. Previously there was a Bible Study on 
Monday nights. We could start this up again, or we could begin another type of Adult Education Course where we would study the Catechism of the 
Catholic Church. Please give me or one of the other priests your input. It is also my dream THIS year to begin some type of evangelization       
program. We must remember as the Stars that our role is not just to burn bright for each other. We are called to be the light for our world,        
manifesting the love of the Christ Child to others.   
 
We also must not forget that the Magi brought their gifts to share in the ministry of Christ and the Church. We have begun presenting the collection 
at Mass during the time of the offering as a sign that these are our offerings to Christ. We give to God our first and best just as God gave to us His 
first and best, His only Son. During Mass we not only present bread and wine, but we also present the work of our hands. The donations we make 
to the church are one of the ways that we live out our baptism and share in the building up of the kingdom of God. 
 
Finally, again I am very proud that sixty men joined us last month for the kick-off of our men’s group. I am not cooking my chili this time, but we are 
going to have another meeting next Sunday at 4 P.M. in the parish center in order to decide the direction we are heading. All MEN are welcome. 
Again, many thanks to everyone for your hard work and generosity during this Christmas Season.  Mary Star of the Sea is a wonderful parish; let 
us keep up the good work in 2009.
