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A powerful liturgical symbol for our church is the Paschal Candle. Blessed on the Easter Vigil, it is lit at every Mass during the Easter Season and
at all Baptisms and Funerals throughout the year. As you may have noticed, our current candle has been burnt down to almost nothing (we have a
bigger candle for next year). To give light, the candle must give its life; the candle’s own wax is the fuel, and it slowly consumes itself to provide
light for our darkness.

Jesus reminds us in the Gospel today: “Whoever loves his life loses it, and whoever hates his life in this world will preserve it for eternal

life”  (Jn 12:23). We must die before we die so that when we die we don’t die. There is a story often told about a rich man who freely gave gold
to various groups of people with the condition that the people should wait in silence. One day he would give it to widows, on another day invalids,
etc. When it was the day for lawyers to receive, one decided to plead his case, so the rich man passed him up. The next day, when the rich man
was giving to the invalids, the lawyer got in line using some crutches, but the rich man passed him up again. The following day, when the rich man
was giving to the widows again, the lawyer got in line posing as a widow, but again he was recognized and passed up. Finally, the lawyer
conceived a plan of acting as a corpse placed in a burial shroud and had himself placed on the road of the rich man hoping that he would place
gold on his corpse for a decent burial. This worked: the rich placed gold on his shroud which the lawyer quickly grabbed saying, “Look, | have at
last received from your generosity!” “Yes,” replied the rich and generous man, “but first you had to die.” (Shea, The Spiritual Wisdom of the

Gospels)

There is an argumentative lawyer in all of us. We are continually exerting our will to get what we want. From the moment we are brought into this
world we learn to cry for food or attention. As we grow we become more sophisticated, but we are often self-centered, manipulating the world
around us to obtain what we desire. Sin comes from selfishness. Lust, gluttony, greed, sloth, wrath, envy, pride and all of our other sins arise
when we place our own desires above others and what is good for ourselves.

As the Greeks came to Jesus in the Gospel today, he realized that the time had come to be revealed to the world. This was his hour, the reason
that he came into the world so that he could deliver the world from the darkness of sin. Life for the world would only come through death on the
cross; he had to die to give life, like the candle burns of itself to give life.

True life for all of us only comes in the same way. When we live an empty sinful life, self-absorbed in our own desires, life is empty and painful.
We can obtain all that we desire, yet at the same time nothing that we need, and very little of true happiness. The joy of life comes when we love,
when we die to ourselves. When we become more generous, loving people, we are dying to ourselves. A child learning how to give, a young
couple respecting each other’s chastity until marriage, parents sacrificing for their child and an elderly person volunteering in the community are
examples of dying so that when we die we do not die. Mary Star of the Sea is filled with so many individuals who constantly live this through their
dedication to our community. Those who spend hours in front of the Blessed Sacrament, serve the poor, teach our children, serve the sailors,
bring communion to the sick and all of our wonderful ministries are examples of living out this Gospel.

We believe that death is not the end but the beautiful beginning to much more in life. It is a transformative process that begins while we are alive.
The more that we try to scheme and manipulate the world to have “more life,” the more we miss what truly gives life. We must die before we die so
that when we die we don’t die.
